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 Cadet Youth Football League Rules & By Laws
Approved by the CFL Commissioner and Board 2026
Mission Statement

The mission of the Cadet Youth Football League is to bring area youth together to learn the game of football, have fun, and gain life-long lessons in teamwork, sportsmanship, competition, and hard work. The league is supported by knowledgeable coaches and administrators, with an emphasis on teaching, learning, growing, and developing area youth so they can participate in and enjoy the game of football in an organized and safe environment.
SECTION ONE: CADET FOOTBALL LEAGUE ORGANIZATION

1. The Cadet Youth Football League is an independent youth football league located at Concordia Lutheran High School. Cadet Football uses the facilities of Concordia Lutheran High School under an agreement with the Concordia athletic department. Player registration fees and donations are deposited into the Cadet Youth Football League and monitored by the Cadet Youth Football League Board.  

2. All students registered and enrolled in grades first through fourth are eligible.

3. The league is operated and directed by the League Commissioner. The league Commissioner will be the final authority and arbitrator of disputes. The league Commissioner has the authority to make any decisions necessary to maintain the integrity of the league and the safety of its players.

4. The Commissioner shall appoint board members to assist with league duties. These duties include but are not limited to:
Coach selection

Player recruitment

Financial transactions

Equipment acquisition and maintenance

Fund raising

Game day duties

SECTION TWO: PLAYER RECRUITMENT, REGISTRATION AND TEAM SELECTION

1. All students registered and enrolled in grades 1 through 4 for the current school year are eligible to participate.

2. Player registration will take place during the first weeks of August.

3. The league Commissioner and board members will meet immediately after registration and select teams for the current season. Teams will be selected in a manner providing the greatest amount of competitive balance. 

4. The league Commissioner and board members will meet and select head coaches and assistant coaches.
SECTION THREE: COACHING STAFFS

1. All coaches will be qualified volunteers with knowledge of football and a desire to work with young players to effectively teach sportsmanship, teamwork, and football skills.  

2. All coaches will be approved by the league board under the direction of the league Commissioner. Coaches failing to meet league standards will be dismissed by the league Commissioner.

3. The head coach of each team will be responsible for the conduct and performance of members of his coaching staff.

4. Assistant coaches will be selected from volunteers after teams have been selected.

5. Coaches on the field are not to dispute the official’s decisions of rules and penalties.

SECTION FOUR: PRACTICE AND GAMES

1. All practices and games will take place at Concordia High School Zollner Stadium on Saturdays during the months of August, September and October. 
2. Practice will be on Saturdays from 8:15-9:00 with a game following from 9:00-9:45am or 2:15-3:00pm with a game following from 3:00-3:45pm. The schedule will be determined by the availability of Zollner Stadium each week. 
3. The season will consist of six games. There will be no official standing or league champion.
